Materials List

Below is a list of recommended paints.  Pigments of the same name often vary between manufacturers, so you really need 
to view the color if you use a different brand.  Whatever brand you prefer, make sure you have the twelve colors that 
make up the primaries, secondaries and tertiaries.  Most brands are weak in one of the tertiaries; so you may need to jump 
to a different brand for that color.  We personally prefer Old Holland but they do not have a tertiary that is truly halfway 
between blue and green.  That is why we use Rembrandt’s phthalo turquoise blue for our blue-green tertiary.  The student 
grade paint that many of our students use does not have a true blue violet.  For that color, they either use the Old Holland 
Blue Violet, or premix their own tertiary with equal amounts of Ultramarine Blue and Permanent Mauve.

The price of artist grade paint often leads to students being stingy in the amount of paint they put on their palette.  No one 
can learn to paint well without using a lot of paint!  For this reason, we recommend that our students use student grade 
paint.  They can and should change over to artist grade when their economic situation permits them to use artist grade 
paint liberally.
